Here are a few simple guidelines to help us all be prepared on the

morning of your Baptism:

1)  Bring extra undergarments, a comb or brush, and anything else you need to get ready to go back out and mingle with others after the service.
2)  You may bring a blow dryer and makeup, if you need them.
3)  You will need to wear something substantial under your baptism robe. TCF supplies a traditional white robe for baptism, but when wet the robes will be clingy and can be seen through to some extent. Bring shorts and a shirt to wear under your robe, so that when you are exiting the baptismal, the congregation will see your clothes, and nothing more!
At some point towards the end of our Sunday morning service, an elder will announce that it is time to prepare for baptism. You will then proceed to the changing rooms (men’s on the south side of the auditorium and ladies on the north side of the auditorium). Quickly change into your baptism clothes. 

 If you have a friend from the congregation you would like to assist you, that’s fine. We want your baptism to be a peaceful and joyful experience.
